For the wages of sin is death. (Romans 6:23)

WHAT IS SIN?
Sin is disobeying God by 
going our own way and 
living for ourselves.

WHO HAS SINNED?
All of us. 

For all have sinned and 
fall short of the glory of 
God. (Romans 3:23)



WE MAY DENY WE ARE SINNERS OR THAT OUR SIN 
SEPARATES US FROM GOD.
If we claim to have fellowship with Him and yet walk in 
the darkness, we lie and do not live out the truth… If we 
claim to be without sin, we deceive ourselves and the 
truth is not in us. (1 John 1:6, 8)

WE MAY IGNORE 
THE CHASM BY 
PURSUING CAREERS, 
POSSESSIONS,

[Jesus said,] “What 
good is it for someone 
to gain the whole world, 
yet forfeit their soul?” 
(Mark 8:36)

WE MAY TRY TO BRIDGE 
THE CHASM BY DOING 
GOOD DEEDS, LIVING A 
MORAL LIFE, OR GOING 
TO CHURCH.
He saved us, not because 
of righteous things we 
had done. (Titus 3:5)

WHY JESUS?
Being fully man, Jesus served as our representative in 
paying for our sin. Being fully God, Jesus’ payment was of 
infinite worth. 

For there is one God and one mediator between God and 
mankind, the man Christ Jesus, who gave Himself as a 
ransom for all people. (1 Timothy 2:5-6)

WHAT DID JESUS’ DEATH ACCOMPLISH?
It bridged the separation between God and us by paying 
sin’s penalty, which is death.

For Christ also suffered once for sins, the righteous for the 
unrighteous, to bring you to God. He was put to death in 
the body but made alive in the Spirit. (1 Peter 3:18)

WHAT IS THE SIGNIFICANCE OF JESUS’ RESURRECTION?
By rising from the dead, Jesus proved His power over sin 
and death—a victory He now offers us.

Just as Christ was raised from the dead through the glory 
of the Father, we too may live a new life. (Romans 6:4)
